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ñCalled to Be a Communityò  
ñThey were so busy coming and going, that Jesus said to them, óCome away with me and be 
refreshedéò (Mark 6:31).  Jesusô command to the Twelve to pause from their busyness has a 
ringing modern tone, especially as we enter the season of Lent.  Echoing the ancient command to 
be Sabbath-keeping people, his words remind me how essential it is to be aware of God. 
 
In her book, To Love as God Loves, Dr. Roberta Bondi wrote of the lifestyle of the early 
Christian communities.  She observed how the early monasteries were not an escape from 
the world, but rather an intentional entering into covenant life with others.  They were not hermits, 
but were routinely involved in their wider community.  They worked trades in the town to make a 
living.  Throughout the day they would gather to pray, hear the scriptures, and share the feast of 
Christ in communion.  The idea was to knit the Way of Christ into an hour-by-hour existence.   
 
In these covenant communities, each person had a role to serve the others.  Some worked the 
garden that supplied their food, others prepared the meals, others tended the rooms, still others the 
laundry and linens.  Each of them would pray for the others throughout the day, and build each 
other up in love.  They lived with a unity of purpose:  to love as God loves. 
 
Churches are covenant communities.  As members, we are people who have committed be-
fore God to share our prayers, presence, gifts, service and witness with each other, to see each 
person grow and be made perfect in love.  We have committed to live this out in our daily rou-
tines, and to be knit together by God in the unity of love and the Way of Christ.  In the weeks 
ahead, give your prayer and common attention to the following: 
  
 ñSunday Dinnerò:  February 18 to March 25, in the Fellowship Room, I will lead a study  

and sharing of communion during Sunday School.  We will explore and experience facets 
of this central act of the Christian community.  Join this or another small group for Lent!     
ñChildrenôs Worshipò:  a Lenten opportunity, during the 11am worship, from childrenôs 
moments to the doxology, preschool and elementary age children are invited to be in an 
age-focused service of their own.  For info or to help, see Brandy Hogan.   
ñChoosing the Faithful Pathò:  This group will bring information and observations to 
share in worship from their study of our life as a church over the past twenty years.  The 
dialogue continues as we seek Godôs path forward together.   

 
We are called to be the Body of Christ, a community living out his Way together.  Let us re-
new ourselves in the intentionality of the early Christian community, and live the prayer-song 
hymn:   

We are one in the Spirit, we are one in the Lord, and we pray that our unity may one day 
be restored, and theyôll know we are Christians by our love, by our love,  
yes, theyôll know we are Christians by our love.
